The wet conditions seen at the end of May continued into June with many areas experiencing heavy rain and flooding. We saw opportunities for flights for the first few days of the month. The first came on the 1st, but the lone cell weakened as it entered the district. Low ceilings were then observed on the 2nd which once again prevented operations. Finally, on the 3rd, our only mission of the month was conducted before storms became too embedded and severe warned. Another opportunity was seen the following day, but severe warnings were quickly issued. Due to excessive rainfall at the end of May and the first week of June, it was decided to suspend operations for the entire district starting June 5th. Suspension was determined on a week-by-week basis with it being lifted on June 27th. The only other opportunity for the month came on the 30th when the aircraft was put on alert, but severe warnings prevented takeoff. For the month, 2 glaciogenic flares and 0 hygroscopic flares were used during 1.30 flight hours. Year-to-date, 33 glaciogenic flares and 5 hygroscopic flares have been used. So far, 8 total flights covering 10.64 hours have been conducted. 


Precipitation totals this month were above average. Totals at three reporting stations were 4.04 in. (Amarillo), 6.12 in. (Pampa), and 2.47 in. (Clarendon). Year-to-date, all stations are above normal. Temperatures this month were very cool with average high temperatures of -4.4°F in Amarillo.

Looking ahead, July looks to be wet with above normal temperatures. Climate models and the Climate Prediction Center continue to suggest near to above average rainfall and above normal temperatures into August and September.
Monthly rain gauge measurements from nearest locations inside and out of the target area recorded either by the National Weather Service, Texas Tech University, Mesowest as well as CoCoRaHS.
