The month of June started off active as a frontal boundary moved through with seeding missions on the 3rd and 4th. High pressure then moved in for the 5th, allowing for dry conditions. This was short-lived, however, as a series of shortwaves and additional boundaries migrated through the Panhandle with seeding taking place on the 6th, 8th, and 10th. Another series of disturbances impacted the region from the 13th-15th with a seeding mission occurring on the 15th. Quiet conditions then commenced as activity remained west of the district. The end of the month was characterized by very active weather with seeding missions being flown on the 21st, 23rd, 25th, 26th, 29th, and 30th. This period was also very hot as high temperatures ranged from the middle 90s to lower 100s with the hottest day on the 26th (102°F). During the month, most of the seeding took place over Carson, Potter, and Roberts County, although every county saw some at least some seeding.     
For the month, 237 glaciogenic flares and 17 hygroscopic flares were used during 31.23 flight hours. For the year, 29 total flights covering 42.61 hours have been conducted. 


Precipitation totals this month were near to slightly above average for most of the district. Totals at three reporting stations were 5.31 in. (Amarillo), 3.69 in. (Pampa), and 3.29 in. (Clarendon). Year-to-date, all stations are above normal. Temperatures this month were above average with average high temperatures of +3.4°F in Amarillo.

Looking ahead, July appears to have below normal precipitation and above average temperatures. Climate models and the Climate Prediction Center continue to suggest below average rainfall and above average temperatures through September.
Monthly rain gauge measurements from nearest locations inside and out of the target area recorded either by the National Weather Service, Texas Tech University, Mesowest as well as CoCoRaHS.
